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Sri Lanka is a South Asian island in the Indian Ocean. It has a tropical
climate with the north-east nonsoon from Decenber to March and the sout h-
west nonsoon from June to Cctober. The area of 65,610 sq kmis nostly
flat with nmountains in the southern and central parts of the country.

Jaffna peninsula. Persistent cultural attitudes that associate disability
wi th puni shnent for past sins and a burden i nfluence the dom nant charity-
based discourse on issues related to persons wth disabilities.
Attitudi nal barriers play a major role in the stagnation of policies and
regul ations. They further frustrate the accessibility, inclusion and
participation of persons with disabilities in various areas such as
enpl oynent .

The country was a British G own Colony from 1802 until independence in
1948. It changed its name fromCeylon to Sri Lanka in 1972. The Denocratic
Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka is a presidential republic with 9
provinces, 25 districts and 331 divisions divided into approxinately
14,000 Grama Ni | adhari divisions. Wiile the political systemis considered
denocratic, the political culture is not. The political culture seens to
be one of centralisation, hierarchy and authority.

In early April 2022, nassive protests erupted in Sri Lanka's capital,
Col onbo, denmandi ng the resignation of President Gotabaya Rajapaksa. In
May 2022, pro-governnent forces brutally attacked denonstrators. As a
result, Prime M nister Mahinda Raj apaksa, President Rajapaksa's brother,
resi gned and was replaced by former Prine Mnister Ranil W ckrenesi nghe.

Sri Lanka is currently experiencing a nmacro-economc crisis. The United
Nat i ons has | aunched a humani tarian action plan to provide emergency food
and livelihood assistance (anmpbng other things) to at least 6.3 mllion
people - 30 per cent of the country's 22 mllion population.

Summary of HI presence in the
country

H inplemented its first project in Sri Lanka in 1992/1993, focusing on
training rehabilitation professionals in Colonbo and Jaffna. In 2003, in
partnership with UNDP, H developed a quality standard procedure for m ne
cl earance. In 2004, a programme for mne survivors in eastern Sri Lanka
was established. On 26 Decenber 2004, the tsunam hit Sri Lanka, killing
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35,000 people and leaving nore than 250,000 homeless. H's new project
focused on survivors in the districts of Battical oa, Anpara, Trinconalee
and Hanbant ot a.

Wth the end of the war in Sri Lanka, H also shifted its activities to
the Northern Province to provide post-conflict assistance. Faced with the
forced di spl acenent of 300, 000 people fromKilinochchi and Mullaitivu to
army-run canps in Vavuniya, H began responding to the needs of |DPs
t hrough a physical rehabilitation project. H wundertook further projects
to integrate rehabilitation services into the public health system

From 2011, H broadened the scope of its interventions to include
livelihoods, inclusive sports, inclusive disaster risk nmanagenent, and
support to rehabilitation prof essi onal s and comuni ty- based
rehabilitation actors.

Fol | owi ng t he el ection of the coalition government in 2015 and t he renewed
political wll to address structural inequalities and national
reconciliation, which was wdely supported by the international
community, H shifted its interventions to address reconciliation issues,
including transitional justice and reducing inequalities through
i ncl usi ve econoni c devel oprent prograns.

At the sane tinme, H began to respond to small and medi um scal e natura
di sasters (floods and droughts) through early recovery programmi ng.
Rehabi litation activities resumed in 2017 on a very snall scale, focusing
only on clubfoot treatnent, thanks to the interest of Mracle Feet.

H Sri Lanka is also currently working on several projects that will be
focused not only on rehabilitation for children who has clubfoot, but
al so on economic inclusion, resilience to clinmate change and di saster
ri sk reduction for 2024.
